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Pupil Premium Report 2013 – 2014 Moorside Primary

The Federation of Arthur’s Hill Primary Schools are committed to ensuring all pupils have the best opportunities to enable them to make accelerated progress and achieve their potential. At the heart of the provision is quality first teaching, a strong ethos, high quality curriculum and high expectations of all pupils.

Moorside Primary had 197 children (41%) who met the Pupil Premium criteria and the school was awarded funding. The level of premium in 2013/2014 was £900 per eligible pupil, however looked after children receive additional funding. The level of premium in 2014/2015 will rise to £1300 per eligible pupil – it is anticipated that the school will have approximately 190 pupils (44%) that will be entitled to the funding.
The funding received in 2013/2014 financial year (April 2013- March 2014) was £197,411 and the funding anticipated for 2014/2015 (April 2014-March 2015) is anticipated to be £247,000. At the end of March 2014 the school had committed expenditure of £173,253 towards all the interventions that they had implemented during the 2013/2014 financial year. The carry forward of £24,158 into 2014 along with the 2014/2015 payment will be used to continue their pupil premium programme including the complete analysis of their current interventions.
Although this report concentrates on particular interventions that have been offered to pupil premium pupils, a detailed list of all the additional provisions that have been made possible due to pupil premium funding is shown below. 
These provisions will be, or have been provided using an element of pupil premium funding:
· Improved staffing: pupil  ratio’s
· Buying additional support from Educational Psychologist

· Employing a Speech and Language expert and improving provision across the school
· Providing a SEN specialist

· Providing more Family Link Workers Support

· Providing Easter School for Year 6 pupils

· Providing counselling for pupils
· Organising lunch time clubs and after school clubs

· Organising visits from Theatre companies to enhance the curriculum

· Involving pupil premium pupils in Able Writers Day at Excelsior
· Contributing towards Educational Visits including the purchase of the Metro Travel Pass, Amsterdam trip, Visit to Parliament and involvement in the “Big Gig” music festival

· Involvement in Hoops for Health programme

· Organising an Energy club including staff development

· Providing consultant support

· Providing additional resources for but not restricted to the University Modules and the Science & Careers week

· Involvement in Shakespeare Schools Festival

· Purchase of additional resources for specific pupils in EYFS

· Contributing to the remodelling project which will enhance the learning environment and improve the wireless network and IT provision at Moorside. 

· Improving the outside environment 

The funding is systematically used to improve outcomes for these pupils. Interventions and resources are regularly reviewed in order to monitor their impact on pupil progress and attainment. At the Federation of Arthur’s Hill Primary Schools we combine funding from Pupil Premium and funding from other sources in order to sustain provision targeted at a wide range of disadvantaged pupils. This range included, but was not restricted to, pupils who attracted the Pupil Premium.

As a result of targeted, effective intervention for the pupils in Moorside Primary School, the majority of Pupil Premium pupils reach national average attainment and make good and outstanding progress.

1:1 Intervention Key Stage One

The ECAR intervention in Y1 currently demonstrates limited impact on progress for the children who have been involved; however there have been significant staffing changes to the program across the course of the year. Previously, ECAR has demonstrated positive impact on pupil progress, therefore if this intervention continues to run in 2014/2015 robust systems around training, staff stability and the monitoring of impact will be ensured from the beginning of the academic year.

The majority of Y2 pupils who have been involved in the Numicon 1:1 intervention have made limited progress as a result of this program. A review of the suitability of this programme needs to be undertaken before implementing next year’s Maths intervention and progress reviews will be made regularly throughout the year of any intervention which is chosen.

The majority of children make outstanding progress, especially within Personal, Social and Emotional, Communication and Language and Physical Development. Those children who have not made outstanding progress have specific interventions planned to ensure they narrow this gap swiftly.

Conclusion

Pupil Premium funding is having a positive impact on pupil attainment and progress at Moorside Primary School. Outstanding progress is made in Early Years and Key Stage 2 for the majority of children. Through strategic, targeted intervention, the school is successfully narrowing the gap between the attainment of all pupils and those identified as Pupil Premium pupils. 

In light of this information, the school’s areas to develop within the next academic year are:

· Increase progress and attainment in Key Stage One

· Ensure robust systems around training, staff stability and the monitoring of impact of interventions in Key Stage One.

· Monitor the selection of pupils involved in intervention (ensuring Pupil Premium children are involved where appropriate).
