Multiplication and Division – Your child will be continuing to use 

concrete objects, pictorial representations, and arrays to solve problems.  

 

 

 

 

 

Measurement – measure and begin to record units such as:

Geometry – properties of shapes - recognise and name common 3D 

shapes including cuboids, pyramids and spheres.  

 

     

     
Addition and Subtraction – read, write, and interpret mathematical 

statements involving addition (+), subtraction (−) and equals (=) signs 

 

Geometry – position and direction – describe position, direction and 

movement, including whole, half, quarter and three- quarter turns.  

 

Your child will be modelled interpreting 

statements such as _______ + ______ = 6  

or _________ - ________ = 10 using 

concrete manipulatives.
