Using the sheet “Ahead of the Game” we are going to try and use commas to identify the fronted adverbial. At the top of the sheet there is an explanation of what a fronted adverbial is.

Fronted adverbials are words or phrases placed at the beginning of a sentence which are used to describe the action that follows. Here are some examples: Before sunrise, Zack ate his breakfast. After the rain stopped, Sophie went outside to play. (The Ready to Race activity in the next box will also help you ( )
